Storage — Book Bags

One-gallon reclosable plastic bags are ideal for storing ongoing projects and books
that students are writing and researching.

Use strips of clear, 2” tape to secure 1” x 1” pieces of index card to the front and
back of one of the top corners of a bag, under the closure. Punch a hole through
the index cards. Use a giant notebook ring to keep several of the “Book Bags”
together.

Label the bags by writing on them with a permanent marker.

Alternatively, the bags can be stored in a notebook if you place the 2” clear tape '
along the side of the storage bag and punch 3 holes in the tape.

. Fold a sheet of paper (8.5” x 11”) in half like a Hamburger.
Beginning at the fold, or mountain top, cut one or more tabs.
Fold the tabs back and forth several times until a good fold line is formed.

. Partially open the hamburger fold and push the tabs through to the inside.

. Using one small dot of glue, glue figures for the Pop-Up Book to the front of each
tab. Allow the glue to dry before going on to the next step.

. To make a cover for the book, fold a sheet of construction paper in half like a
hamburger.

Place glue around the outside edges of the Pop-Up Book and firmly press inside
the construction paper hamburger.

. Fold a sheet of paper (8 1/2”x11”) into a Taco, forming a (1)
square. Cut off the excess paper strip formed by the
fold.

. Open the folded Taco and refold it the opposite way,
forming another Taco and an X fold pattern.

. Hold the Taco flat, so that it looks like a mountain with
the long side of the triangle forming the base of the
mountain, and the top the peak.

Cut up the center of the mountain from the base toward
the peak. Stop one inch from the peak.

Refold the Taco along the other fold of the X pattern,
and cut up the center of the mountain from the base
toward the peak again. Stop one inch from the peak.

. The cuts will form an X in the middle of the square.

. Place a small amount of glue around the outer edges of
the square, then glue it onto a slightly larger
construction paper square.

Fold the four triangular tabs back and forth to
form windows. This hides whatever is glued or written
underneath on the construction paper.




The Lots of Science Library Book Shelf

Make a bookshelf for the Lots of Science Library Books using an appropriate sized box or by following
the instructions below.

1. Begin with an 11" x 12" piece of poster board or
cardboard. Mark lines 3" from the edge of each (1\ ) ‘ ‘
side.

illustration 1. Refold on the line. b
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2. Glue the tabs under the top and bottom ‘ Tz
sections of the shelf. See illustration 2.
Cover your shelf with attractive paper.
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3. If you are photocopying your Lots of
Science Library Books, consider using green
paper for the covers and the same green
paper to cover your bookshelf.
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
